*Proposition 300, passed by Arizona voters in November 2006, stipulates that college students who are
not legal United States citizens or are without lawful inimigration status must pay out-of-state tuition.

**Per credit hour, in addition to in-state tuition
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1. TUITION PER STUDENT/PER SEMESTER. An additional web course out-of-state fee of
$50 per credit hour will be charged for out-of-state students who enroll in online courses.

All Arizona students must provide documentation of citizenship or legal resident status to the
Records and Registration Office in order to be eligible for in-state tuition.

In addition to the above tuition charges and fees, GUSD agrees to pay $3.50 per hour of
instruction per student for verified attendance with a required minimum of 15,500 instructional
hours up to a maximum of 27,600 instructional hours.

In addition, GUSD will share in the cost of the GCC instructor(s) at $125 per GUSD student, up
to a total of 20 GUSD students (maximum total of $5000) who successfully earn an Arizona
State Board of Cosmetology license by June 30, 2010.

2. ADDITIONAL CHARGES

There shall be an Assessment Test Fee Charge of $20 for English and $20 for Mathematics
charged at the time of initial enrollment in English and/or Mathematics.

3. CLASS/PROGRAM SIZE

Size for GUSD class set shall be limited to space and equipment availability. In the event that
total GUSD student enrollment in the GCC Cosmetology program should drop below 2 students,
GUSD reserves the right to enroll additional GUSD cosmetology students to maintain an
enrollment of 2 students.

4. TEXTBOOKS, STUDENT SUPPLIES, MISCELLANEOUS SUPPLIES

The approved cosmetology textbooks shall be provided by GUSD and shall be those listed in the
official GCC Course Designs. GUSD shall provide the $600 cosmetology kit that shall include
all required course materials and student starter supplies and equipment for the first 300 hours of
training. The student will be responsible for $626.00 for the cost of the kit.
